“That’s it. I’ll take a bus to Antarctica（南极洲）.” In addition, he planned to share the
unusual experience with his followers on Twitter.

One New Year’s Day, he began his journey from Washington D.C. After three
days on a bus travelling across the United States. Evans crossed into Mexico.
Forty-eight hours and several buses later, he was in Guatemala. Here his journey
slowed down. “Guatemala buses are colorful and full of chickens,” he tweeted（发微
